Part 1 

Narrator:

Mr Lee, I know you’re a reporter for a food and drink magazine, and you know a lot about food. I’m doing a project about the restaurants near my home. May I ask you some questions about them?

Mr Lee:
Sure. Part of my job involves visiting different restaurants and trying out their food.

Teresa:
Thanks a lot. Let’s talk about Yummy Restaurant first. What is your opinion of this restaurant?

Mr Lee:
Their food is really delicious. It’s more delicious than many restaurants I’ve visited. However, the price is a bit expensive but I guess it’s OK. Also, the waiters are not polite enough, so I’ll only give one star for the service. (beep) (10-second pause)
Teresa:
I see. How about Asian Fast Food? I know it’s the cheapest restaurant in this district.

Mr Lee:
Yes, that’s right. Their prices are very good and the dishes are quite big. Although the taste is not as good as Yummy Restaurant, it’s not bad. Their service is good, too. (beep) (10-second pause)
Teresa:
I agree with you. I like going there. How about Super Sushi?

Mr Lee:
I don’t think their food is that good. I will only give it one star. For the price, it’s also a bit expensive, so I will give the same number of stars as the taste. However, I think they have the most polite waiters and waitresses. I like their service very much. (beep) (10-second pause)
Teresa:
Thanks for your comments. How about the last restaurant, Tasty Food Paradise?

Mr Lee:
This restaurant is the worst restaurant that I have ever been to. Their service is poor and their restaurant is the dirtiest. There was a lot of rubbish on the floor. Their food is bland and the price is just all right. I don’t think I will visit that restaurant again. (beep) (10-second pause)
Teresa:
So, Mr Lee, among all these four restaurants, which one would you recommend?

Mr Lee:
Um … I recommend you to visit the restaurant with good taste and services, and the price is the cheapest. 

Teresa:
So, the restaurant that you recommend is … (beep) (10-second pause)]

Grandma:
I’m just looking at some of my old photos. Look, I was so young then.

Teresa:
Really? How did people contact each other in the old days?

Grandma:
In the old days, we didn’t have mobile phones. We could only use the telephone at home to contact others. Therefore, we had to confirm the time and place with our friends first before we left our home. If not, we may end up missing our friends. So it was very important to be on time. (beep) (10-second pause) 

Teresa:
Yes, people depend too much on the mobile phones now and are often late. Grandma, I know that you like listening to music. How did you listen to music in the past?
Grandma:
We didn’t have MP3 players so we couldn’t listen to songs everywhere. However, we liked to sit near the radio and listen to the songs on the radio. (beep) (10-second pause)

It was fun. We also liked to call up the radio programme and ask the DJs to play songs for us. (beep) (10-second pause)
Teresa:
That’s so interesting. What kind of toys did you have when you were young?

Grandma:
We didn’t have video games and computer games as you do. However, our favourite toys were our beanbags. We could use them to play a lot of games. It was fun. (beep) (10-second pause)
Teresa:
Can you show me how to play with beanbags, Grandma?

Grandma:
Sure. We can make beanbags easily. Let’s buy some cloth and beans to make some now.]
