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Ligers























Have you heard of ligers before? A liger is a mixed animal. It has a lion father and a tiger mother. It is the largest animal in the cat family. Most ligers weigh around 320 kg, which is about the weight of five human adults.





Ligers have the characteristics of both lions and tigers. Like lions, ligers like socialising in groups. They also enjoy swimming as much as tigers do. A liger has the appearance of a lion, but with a body pattern like a tiger. An interesting fact is that ligers do not stop growing after they are born. 





The largest liger in the world is called Hercules. It lives in an animal theme park in Miami. With a weight of 410 kg, Hercules is also the largest living animal in the cat family on earth! It has appeared on many TV shows in America.





It is hard to find ligers in a natural environment because lions and tigers rarely live in the same habitat. Ligers are mostly born in zoos.





Another mixed animal is tigon. A tigon has a tiger father and a lion mother. However, the survival rate of tigons is exceedingly low.
