	Lastly, in our international top story, police officers are investigating a major bank robbery in London, England. The robbery took place at noon yesterday. (5) Three robbers remained at the front of the bank while four others collected the money. The robbers ran away with one million pounds, about twelve million Hong Kong dollars.

	Brenda:
	Good morning. (6) Today, I’m going to give a presentation on a book I have borrowed from the school library. The book is called Amazing World Facts. Let me tell you some interesting facts from the book. 
Firstly, do you know that animals can talk to each other? They don’t talk to each other like we do, of course, but they (7) use body language and noises to communicate with each other. (8) For example, if a dog is angry, it will bark fiercely. When we hear birds singing in the trees, they are actually talking to each other! One group of animals that can understand humans is monkeys. In fact, some monkeys can even spell and write simple English words. Isn’t that amazing?
Another interesting fact that I found in the book is about space travel. Did you know that an astronaut’s height changes when he comes back to Earth? 
(9) That’s right, his height will increase by five centimetres! Sometimes, astronauts can have back pains because of this increase in height. 
My last amazing fact is about my favourite subject … food! Now, let me ask you a question. What colour are carrots? I think most of you will say that they’re orange in colour, but did you know that two hundred years ago, carrots were purple in colour? That’s right. The orange ones are the newer types of carrots. (10) Some scientists say that the purple ones are healthier for us than the orange ones.
That’s all for my presentation. Thank you very much.
